This publication presents greenhouse technology, 
design (tunnel, single or multi-span), climate control 
(shading, ventilation), and cropping systems (e.g. 
integrated crop production, soilless culture), and 
discusses their economic viability.

It argues 
that including environmental vulnerabilities as 
targeting criteria improves the effectiveness of 
social protection interventions as risk-coping 
instruments (e.g. ‘green jobs’ in waste management, 
reforestation and soil conservation).
