Special Report: FAO/WFP Crop and Food
Security Assessment Mission to the South
Sudan, 26 May 2017

In a context of insecurity, population
displacement and hyperinflation, food insecurity
reached a record 67% in 2016 and is expected

to increase in mid-2017. FAO is responding
with kits and seeds for some 900 000 vulnerable
households, and vaccination/treatment targeting
5 million heads of livestock.
